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Settlement in Principle Announced in

Fipronil Patent Infringement Lawsuit

Court grants 60 days for the parties to reach a final
agreement (Source: USLegal.com)

GREENSBORO, N.C. i Judge William L. Osteen, Jr. of
the U.S. District Court for the Middle District of North
Carolina entered a minute entry on Oct. 3 stating the
parties in the fipronil patent infringement lawsuit
involving BASF and Cheminova have reached a
settlement in principle in all matters relating to the case.

The court granted a period of 60 days, up to and
including Dec. 5, 2011, to conclude the settlement talks
and file a notice or stipulation of dismissal. As a result,
all pending motions are taken under advisement and no
rulings will be issued until further notice by the parties.

The settlement in principle is
the latest chapter in the
hotly-contested lawsuit that
began 18 months ago when
BASF filed two separate
patent-infringement lawsuits
in U.S. District Court. Since
the original court filings on
April 8, 2010, more than 250
different motions, court orders and other related legal
actions have taken place as the parties i BASF Agro,
Cheminova AJ/S and Makhteshim Agan of North
America, along with its U.S. subsidiary, Control
Solutions, Inc. T jockeyed for position in the high-stakes
litigation that has been a popular topic of conversation at
industry trade shows and educational events throughout
the past year.

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Company Says Less Than Gallon of
Fuel Leaked When Barge Sank With
Crane

Marine Floats owner Wendell Stroud said less than a
gallon of fuel leaked into Gig Harbor when a barge with
a crane on it sank Saturday morning.

Around 7 a.m., state ecology and local police and fire
crews responded to the sinking barge that was carrying a
5-ton deck crane in the 3400 block of Harborview Drive.

A spokesman for the Ecology Department's Spills
Program, Curt Hart, said the fuel spilled mostly from the
crane, which was carrying less than 25 gallons of fuel at
the time of the incident.

Stroud said before the crane went underwater, workers
were able to pump out the fuel from the machine. Hart
credited Marine Floats for its prompt response, which
allowed crews to successfully pump the water off the
barge and keep the thin oil sheen from spreading.

"We made sure that the barge didn't tip while that was
going on because at one point it was starting to come to
the bottom and not quite all the way to the surface. So we
were concerned that the crane may make it tip and roll,”
Hart said.

After the company contacted the state Ecology
Department, Marine Floats immediately deployed its oil
containment boom to encircle the fuel on the water,
according to Hart. Gig Harbor Fire and Medic One and
Gig Harbor Police also responded with 200 feet of boom.

In addition to fuel, Hart said some treated timber also
fell into the water. However, they were able to
retrieve the timber, which could have posed an
environmental and operational hazard.

Is Australia being flooded with
illegally imported pesticides?29
September 2011

Concerns have recently been raised by CropLife
Australia that Australia could be the target of illegally
imported pesticides and that traditional import protection
arrangements in Australia may be ineffective against this
threat. While the APVMA shares this concern about
illegal imports, investigations to date have not revealed a
large scale problem.

Protecting our borders from illegal pesticide imports is
the responsibility of a number of Government
authorities. There are two key areas of responsibility.
The Australian Customs and Border Protection Service
manages the security and integrity of the border while
the APVMA is responsible for controlling the supply of
pesticides once within Australia.
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The APVMA has a Memorandum of Understanding with
Customs and works very closely with it in monitoring
pesticide imports. This year, in response to specific
Australian (and broader international) concerns about
illegal pesticide imports, this collaboration has been
strengthened. Particular focus, for example, has been
given to monitoring glyphosate imports.

Should illegal imports be detected, the APVMA has the
power to recall, prevent supply, seize and dispose of any
illegal pesticides. Indeed, the APVMA has successfully
exercised these powers on a number of occasions in
recent years in response to specific market intelligence.

Over the last few months the APVMA has actively
pursued claims of wide scale illegal glyphosate imports
into Australia. To date, these claims have not been able
to be substantiated. Nonetheless, the APVMA remains
vigilant and would encourage anyone with information
about importation of illegal pesticides to contact the
APVMA via the compliance hotline (during business
hours).

The APVMA acknowledges the potential risk of illegal
imports of farm chemicals into Australia and will
continue to work with responsible Government agencies
and other stakeholders to monitor the issue.

We welcome a proposal by CropLife, for example, for a
roundtable between regulators, government agencies and
relevant stakeholders to share information and to
consider how government and industry can more
effectively work together to address the potential risk of
illegal importations.

This activity is consistent with international initiatives
the APVMA has undertaken to address the issue. The
APVMA is a participant on international working groups
established to address the issue and, more specifically,
senior APVMA officials recently travelled to China to
meet with the Chinese regulatory agency (ICAMA) for
discussions on closer cooperation and collaboration
between the countries.

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Preserved wood vineyard poles best

Wood has been used in South Africa since the early
1900's and generally, both nationally and internationally,
wood vineyard poles still dominate in the wine industry.
Alternatives to treated timber for this application have
not made significant inroads. This was the message from
Denise Conradie, technical and compliance manager at
Arch Wood Protection.

Conradie was a guest speaker at a presentation at the
University of Stellenbosch which was initiated by
Marianne McKay, Oenology Lecturer at the University's
Department of Oenology and Viticulture.

The disadvantages of using non-wood posts such as steel,
concrete and composite trellising systems vary from
damage to mechanical harvesters and lower load bearing
capacity and failures such as bending due to prolonged
high temperatures. The conclusion was that when a life
cycle assessment of vineyard poles is followed to draw
comparisons between alternative products, preserved
wood holds its own if not out performs some of the other
products.

Pressure treatment extends life-time
Importantly, from an environmental perspective
Conradie added, wood has a low carbon footprint.
Carbon dioxide is stored throughout the life of a wood
product, ensuring the gas is sequestered from the
atmosphere. Forests are thus highly efficient ‘carbon
sinks' while also being producers of oxygen.

The most sound treatment method for preserving timber
to extend the life-time of the wood is still the pressure
treatment of wood in a pressure vessel. During this
procedure a vacuum is drawn to remove as much air as
possible from the timber cells and then pressure is
applied to ensure that the preservative is pushed as deep
as possible into the cell's lumen.

Conradie touched on the international criteria for organic
farming and acceptable organic practices. In South
Africa the acceptable practice is that if a suitable
approved product cannot be found, the organic farmers
use what is available. "Clearly treated wood posts are
still the most preferred and cost effective cultivation
solution in the national and international vineyard
industry," she said.

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Arch Wood Protection to expand into
Botswana
21 Oct 2011

As one of the fastest growing economies in Africa,
Botswana has funded extensive infrastructure
development including schools, hospitals and major road
projects in recent years. The country's needs in this
respect are now basically fulfilled and the emphasis in
terms of infrastructure has shifted towards maintenance.

Against this background, Arch Wood Protection recently
participated in the 2011 Building Botswana Conference
and Exhibition under the aegis of the Association of
Botswana Building and Civil Engineering Contractors
(ABCON), the oldest body of its kind in the country.

Arch Wood Protection is raising its profile in Botswana
due to the changes in demand patterns for treated
timber in the country as it moves beyond the basics of
infrastructure towards more broad-based development.

Huge potential in Botswana

Says Arch Wood Protection's Daryll Erhke: "The
Botswana government may be winding down its
investment in major infrastructure projects but other
sectors are coming to the fore, notably housing
development by the Botswana Housing Corporation
which also provides mortgage and rental properties.
Botswana is therefore still a large and growing market
for treated timber both in poles and sawn timber."

"The trend in Botswana is for merchant and truss plant
manufacturers to treat the timber locally to reduce the
cost of timber and it's notable that all structural timber is
now treated in Botswana.

Arch therefore saw the conference and expo as an
opportunity to partner our Botswana customers in further
developing their market for treated timber, particularly
given the fact that the event was aimed at small- and
medium-sized contractors to help them adjust to
changing market conditions," Erhke adds.

The market potential in Botswana is tremendous across
all sectors of the economy from agriculture to housing.
Although traditionally the market has favoured creosote,
consumers and users of treated wood in Botswana are
moving towards Tanalith treated timber as a cleaner and
easier product to use.

Steve Retter was
industry champion

THE forest products in-
dustry has lost one of its
greatest champions with
the death on July 10 of
Steve Retter, aged 61.

His good humour and
international standing
as a pioneer and leading
authority on timber
preservation will be
sadly missed by all who
knew him and benefit-
ted from his long experi-
ence in Australia and
overseas.

Steve Retter's contri-
bution to timber preser-
vation was drawn from
extensive practical and
scientific experience
gained in his native
country Austria and
later in England and
India.

He came to Australia
in 1949 and in the late
1960s established Cella-
vit Pty Ltd in associa-
tion with Macot Paints.

He was president of
the Timber Preservers
Association of Australia
for four years and repre-
sented Australia at the
world conference in
Sweden.

During the British
Preservers Association
conference in Cam-
bridge he was given a
standing ovation for his
contribution to the
preservation industry.

In 1985 Mr Retter
negotiated the sale of

lavit to Herbert Cor-
poration Ltd and con-

ager of vit Timber
Preservation.

Steve Retter was a
familiar face at many
Australian timber indus-

try conferences and f-

functions, often accom-
panied by his wife of 35
years, Cynthia, who sur-
vives him,

A strong supporter of
the Hoo-Hoo movement
in Australia and interna-
tionally, Steve Retter
was a former president,
treasurer and director of
Sydney Club 215.

Steve Retter also
leaves a son, Phillip, a
%:ologist working in

estern Australia and a
daughter, Kathy, who is
completing a diversional
therapy course in me-
dicine at Cumberland

College, Sydney.
